Threading Trends Berlin

Galerie R31 (Berlin) in collaboration with Galería Galou (New York) is pleased to present Threading Trends Berlin at Alte Post curated by Nancy Saleme (artist, textile designer), New York and Denise Sheila Puri (artist and gallery director, Galerie R31), Berlin. At the temporary exhibition space of an old Post Office international artists from New York are sharing the space with international artists from Berlin. 

The exhibition opens October 30th with a reception for the artists on October 30st from 7 pm to 11 pm, and will remain on view through November 15th at Alte Post, located at Karl-Marx-Straße 97, 12043 Berlin. Gallery hours are Wednesdays to Sundays from 3 pm to 8 pm and by appointment.

The international group show presents contemporary textile artwork. As painters use their brushes, the participating artists treat fabrics and threads as tools to construct two and three dimensional pieces addressing diverse issues, from current politics and immigration to gender, sensuality and beauty. Innovative and multifaceted is the reanimation of old handicraft in combination with newest textile technique and other artistic techniques.

Saleme’s extended experience in the textile industry from Caracas and New York, influenced her to create an exhibition based on artworks that update the traditional techniques of crochet, sewing, weaving, quilting and embroidery in NYC 2006. In this second edition, the exhibition travels to the city of Berlin-Germany. Denise S. Puri works as a stage- and costume-designer, artist and gallery director. Since her earliest youth she has a strong connection to textile handicrafts and shares Saleme’s love for textile artwork.
